Throughout the semester we will explore the ch

The course includes a Community-Based Learning (CBL) component, offering students a firsthand exploration of
Italian-American identity formation within Worcester. By collaborating with the local Italian-American community, students will
immerse themselves in experiences that enrich their understanding of this facet of migration history.
